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MINUTES OF MEETING

The first project meeting of the Leonardo da Vinci Partnership Project Renewable Energy Solutions took place in , Turkey, from 2 to 5 June 2010. All the 6 partners took part in this meeting. The meeting had the following participation:

After the welcome reception by the hosting organization and the guided visit of the University Campus, the coordinator remind the activities to be done during the first year of the project and then each partner informed about what they have done since last meeting. Everybody has written a report concerning Renewable Energy Solutions in the respective country. Ana Ribeiro informed they have done a Power Point presentation together with the report so that they can show it next Environmental Energy Issues Conference in October (20-21).
Christiane Koeth said she is going to attend a Conference in Helsinki, in August. She will send information about it very soon, including the title of her participation. Olcay Canyurt said they are also organizing a conference on 27-30 June. They will send the coordinator the abstract and information about it to be included in the website.

Theo Prinssen said they have the first questionnaire filled in. The analysis is not finished yet as they are still waiting for replies. They are also about the finish the report concerning Renewable Energy Solutions in the Netherlands and they will send it as soon as possible to everybody. Then, they said they have found a very good PDF power point presentation concerning the same issue and they are going to include it in the project webpage. 

Then, the partnership reached the following decisions:
· Italy will send everybody their report concerning the Labour market in Italy or a draft of it (a list of contents) so that everybody understands what it is meant by it and the same can done in each country.
· Italy showed their questionnaire on Awareness and opinion on Renewable Energy 
· Solutions. It will be ready and available on the webpage in September. Those willing to use it in their own language, they will translate the questionnaire and all the translations will be available online. This questionnaire will be used to write the last report. Italy will analyze the results. Anybody can fill it online or in paper format. The target group of this questionnaire will be anyone, from all ages. However, we will focus on secondary and university students (15-25 years-old) and on secondary and university teachers. No registration will be needed to fill in this questionnaire. In October, everybody will have it filled in.
· The evaluation of this meeting has been done using the same questionnaire of the first meeting.

· An interim evaluation form will be done and will be filled in by everybody involved in the project before the end of June. This questionnaire will be developed by the Portuguese partner.
· The first two reports (Technical Solutions and Renewable Energy Solutions in each partner country) will be finished by the end of July.
· It will be important to mention in the report related to the labour market, the growth in job offers concerning renewable energy solutions.
· It was again stated that the Students will not be involved in the mobilities of the project development. The reasons are the following: the partnership feels the need of mapping their involvement in the production of the final products. On the other, the students come from different institutions and backgrounds and are of different ages, so it would be difficult to match interests and also a problem concerning accommodation. However, students are very much involved in the development of some final practical products, such as power point presentations, in the filling in of questionnaires process etc and also involved in the preparation of local dissemination seminars and conferences. There will be theoretical lessons where project results are shown and discussed and there is the possibility that some students do some internships in local businesses concerning renewable energy solutions. Everybody agreed on this. 
Concerning project meetings, the partners were reminded that: 
· The fourth meeting will take place in Resita, Romania, 20-21 September 2010, although the Portuguese partner has asked to change the dates, as they could not participate at that time. However, the partners did not agree. 
· The fifth meeting will take place in Aveiro, Portugal, from 13-14 April 2011.
· The sixth meeting will take place in s-Hertogenbosch, The Netherlands, from 2-4 June 2011, including dissemination conference.
Travelling days are the days before and after the period selected.
