DAY 1

MEETING - part 1

19-04-11 Start time 09.30

POINT 1 – DATES FOR NEXT MEETING

The Dutch partners spoke about the difficulty of having the meeting there in June because of national holidays – many public places will be closed. Various partners (e.g. Turkey and Portugal) have, however, already booked tickets and are unable to change dates for a variety of reasons. It was therefore decided that June 3rd will be the date of the meeting and June 4th will be the day of the final conference or vice versa. 
The Dutch partners will search for a suitable place to hold the meeting and the conference, which they will try to schedule within an event so as to attract as big a public as possible for the final conference. Where possible, all partners should try to invite as many people as possible to attend the final conference.
In a short time they will also send an e-mail to all partners, giving details of possible accommodation and asking who wants the Dutch partners to book accommodation for them. Partners should let them know whether they will book accommodation independently or whether they would like their accommodation booked (also giving details).
POINT 2 – PLAN OF FINAL CONFERENCE IN THE NETHERLANDS & REPORT PRESENTATION
The project coordinator presented the plan of the upcoming final conference in the Netherlands for discussion. 
Each single partner will present their 2nd and 3rd reports at the conference. The reports must be written and presented in English.
The ‘Mondosolidale’ partners will present the 4th report – this will be one single report which speaks about the final results of the on-line questionnaires completed by people in all participating countries. Each participating nation should, however, write an individual introduction and conclusion which will be added to the 4th report. The report must be written and presented in English.
It is important that as many people as possible complete the on-line questionnaire as soon as possible (see point 4).
The project coordinator underlined the fact that as the final conference is a dissemination event, a good number of ‘members of the public’ are needed. It is important that the Dutch partners try to connect the final conference (4th June) to other events so as to attract more people.

All partners agreed on the details of the meeting and conference. 
POINT 3 - ON-LINE QUESTIONNAIRE
The deadline for submitting these questionnaires is 10th May, 2011. Partners should therefore keep checking that their targets are being reached, and continue promoting the completion of the questionnaires.
The results of the questionnaire are essential so as to be able to write the final report. All countries must remember to involve participants in completing the questionnaire. All partners are reminded that it is possible to check on-line how many people from each nation/language have participated so far. In order to have enough data to analyse, each partner’s nation should produce around 50 questionnaires per age group, so a total of around 250 questionnaires per nation.. 

The I.T.I.S. partners said that the questionnaire has been put on-line in various languages. The partners who have sent a copy of the questionnaire translated into their own language will see that their language is present in the questionnaires on-line. Other partners must remember to send the questionnaire translated into their own language as soon as possible so that it can be put onto the website (at present only the English version is available to them).

The results of the questionnaires can be viewed on-line, and data can be extracted in a variety of ways. 

The project coordinator underlined that it is important that partners agree on which questionnaire data to analyse (and how) in order to structure the 4th report. Various data could be chosen as the main areas of analysis. Partners agreed that some specific fields are important for analysis (age, education, job, nationality, etc.) but various partners said that it would be difficult to decide on which fields to focus on without seeing the results of all completed questionnaires. (NB – see point 6 for continuation of this discussion).
Meeting terminates 11.00 a.m. to be continued in the afternoon. Group goes to visit ‘Martifer’.

MEETING - part 2
19-04-11 Start time 17.15
POINT 4 - DEADLINES
The projector coordinator and the partners present agreed on the following deadlines (to be respected by all partners):
By the end of April 2011 – RES project evaluation questionnaires should be sent by e-mail to Elena (Romania).
10th May 2011 – deadline for filling in on-line questionnaire.
15th May 2011 – deadline for sending e-mail of 3rd report & introduction/conclusion of 4th report (in English) to project coordinator.
POINT 5 - TURKISH PARTNERS SHOW THE WORK THEY HAVE PREPARED FOR THE 3RD REPORT AS AN EXAMPLE
The Turkish partners present their 53-page report. It speaks about private and state companies, completed using data taken from a questionnaire which was carried out. 
POINT 6 - 4th REPORT – CRITERIA TO BE EXAMINED

It’s essential that the questionnaire be translated into all languages. At present it seems that the Portuguese, Romanian and German translations are missing and should be sent as soon as possible.
Aims of 4th report:

· Evaluation of the opinions and attitudes of the interviewees regarding renewable energy solutions.

· Population’s sensitivity regarding renewable energies and their local positioning: this section aims to investigate the population’s perception of renewable energies and their agreement on site location.

The 4th report should be a statistical analysis of the results of the questionnaire. Possible points for evaluation in report include: age, gender, education, job, nationality, competency regarding renewable energy sources (questionnaire score).
Two of the points for comparative analysis include:
- Influence of age

- Influence of level of education
(For each single nation and for all countries combined).
Partners were not able to decide on a specific criteria for analysis of questionnaires when writing the report. As a result the following action was decided:

Ask Giovanni Torrisi of ‘Mondosolidale’ (the sociologist who will write the final report) to send all partners a list of criteria that he will use to analyse the questionnaires and write the final report. He will set a deadline – any partners wishing to modify any aspect of the list must do so by the deadline he sets, or he will proceed in writing the report in accordance with his outline.

MEETING - part 3

20-04-11 Start time 17.15

POINT 7 - FINAL EVALUATION OF THE PROJECT
All participants must send their completed evaluation questionnaire via e-mail to Elena (Romania) by the end of April 2011. She will compile the results and speak about them at the final meeting. She will also complete the general evaluation section of the final evaluation form for us all on the basis of the evaluation questionnaires that she receives. NB – this does not mean that she will be completing all the form.
Partners discussed how to complete the final evaluation of the RES project. There is a form on-line which can be downloaded from the national agency. It has to be completed in accordance with the data given in the application form (different text as this in an evaluation) and any extra outcomes should be added. Part A is common to the partnership as a whole, whereas part B concerns each single institution. It’s probable that the evaluation form should be handed in by the end of September. All partners should contribute their personal comments about part A and in order that the person compiling part A (to be decided) can combine these various pieces of information. Ana (Portugal) will send an empty copy of an old evaluation form to all partners so that we can see the basic structure (NB – as this is an old evaluation form it will be given merely as a guideline and may not be identical to the actual evaluation form which the RES project partners will have to complete.
